Students from over 

25 middle schools from throughout Spartanburg County are selected for participation based 

on their choral director’s recommendation.  We average over 100 6th – 8th graders annually.  

 

The students come together on a Friday afternoon and Saturday morning to rehearse and 

present a concert to the public on Saturday afternoon.  The 2015 Concert is scheduled for 

January 31, at 3:30 at the Broome High School auditorium (District 3).
